Please note the below figures relate to unexpected deaths of patients known to all 
EPUT services including Mental Health Inpatient & Community Services, and 
Community Health Services, within 6 months of contact that met Serious Incident & 
Patient Safety Incident Response Framework criteria (NHS England » Serious 
Incident framework and B1465-1.-PSIRF-v1-FINAL.pdf (england.nhs.uk), and not all 
unexpected deaths as our team does not hold this data.
